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Brief Description: 
The Army Information Services Business Area first operated in a revolving fund environment in FY 1996 on a cost reimbursable basis. FY 1997 was the first year that rates were fully burdened. Four Central Design Activities (CDAs) provide for the development and operational sustainment of automated information and communication systems. This mission covers a broad range of services such as requirements analysis and definition, systems design, development, testing, integration, implementation support, and documentation services in support of DoD and Foreign Military Sales (FMS) customers. In FY 1998, the Army Small Computer Program (ASCP) was added to this business area. It provides customers with fully-competed commercial sources for purchase of small and medium computers, hardware, software, and support services.
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
